Strong June represents two years of continual growth for Fiat Group Automobiles UK 

Fiat Group Automobiles UK has had a second strong quarter of sales this year, posting 24 consecutive months of year-on-year sales growth, and a 17 per cent increase in passenger car sales.

These latest figures follow quarter one’s exceptional results earlier this year, when the corporation showed broad increases in volume and market share across its passenger car brands, and had its best sales month for 10 years (March).

FGA UK passenger car registrations for June totalled 7727, up 18 per cent on the same month last year. This result gives the company a market share of 3.4 per cent overall. June 2014 is the 24th consecutive month that FGA UK has posted a year-on-year sales gain.

Fiat, continually driven by the runaway success of the Fiat 500 range, recorded 6455 sales in June – up 16 per cent over last June’s figure, while the Grand Cherokee 4x4 model continues to lead Jeep’s steady growth, month-on-month, in the UK, along with the new Jeep Cherokee which has been received well in the market place. Jeep sold 352 vehicles, up 73 per cent.

Alfa Romeo sold 570 cars in June (an increase of 28 per cent), and Abarth sold 138 (up 12 per cent), contributing to the Fiat Group’s highly positive quarterly result. 

“Twenty four months of year-on-year sales growth is a significant milestone for us,” says Steve Zanlunghi, managing director, Fiat Group Automobiles UK.

“I am happy with these results which not only show continuing growth across our brands, but represent a series of important landmarks in terms of consecutive growth and the momentum we have built in the market place.”
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
